REDEVELOPMENT UPDATE 

 

 

 

 

 

 

All resident wings are drywalled, painted, with 
most areas having flooring and ceilings in 
place. 
 
Installing millwork and the finishes in the S/E 
wing. 
 
The north wing basement is ready for flooring, 
ceilings are underway; the ground floor is 
almost ready for painting and drywall 
installation on the 2nd floor is nearing 
completion. 
 
The center block framing is completed with 
only a few areas remaining where the total 
doors systems are being installed (which is in 
progress). 
 
The second floor electrical rough-ins are 
ongoing with the first floor rough-ins  are 
completed with drywall installation 
progressing. 
 
The building now has permanent power. 
Gas installation is expected within the next few 
weeks 
 
Ceramic flooring is starting in the lobby area. 
 
Epoxy flooring is expected to start in 2 weeks 
(mechanical rooms and penthouse). 
All corridors in resident wings are in the 
process of preparation for flooring and 
ceilings.
