Exciting News!  50% Completion!  
Our construction team has been hard at work and remain on schedule! We are pleased to share that more 
than 50% of our new home is complete. Here are some highlights of our construction:  
 
By the end of summer…. 
• The North wings (by Clarence Street) will be fireproof. 
• All exterior walls will be in place with windows being installed. 
• Siding will be installed on South wings (by Fred Street) and the brick work will begin. 
• Roofing will be complete for a 100% watertight building.  
• Painting and ceiling work will be underway.  
• Ductwork, mechanical rough-ins, electrical work, drywall, etc. are ongoing. 
 
Staffing our new building 
In order to support twice the amount of residents in our new home, we have begun hiring and training new staff. For 
many years, recruiting local individuals to fill Personal Support Worker and Registered Staff vacancies has been chal-
lenging and we have hired international health professionals to join our team. The Dundas Manor continues to be 
committed to hire locally, whenever possible, and we receive no additional incentives or subsidies for hiring interna-
tional staff.
